VENUE
• NO entrance on Chapman, vehicle or pedestrian
• Parking and entry ONLY using Spring Street 
 between Esplanade and Prospect
• Do NOT use business parking You will be towed at your own expense!

• ONLY use designated parking areas outlined in previous slide or legal 
street parking



GUESTS
• Must pick up wristbands by Tuesday, May 26th @ 4pm
• Wristbands are required  for all guests

• No standing in the aisles during the ceremony
• Inform your guests to NOT bring the following:
